Chapter 10 – Through Midnight Eyes
Essential Question: How can we understand things (stories, novels, situations, people) better by looking at things from another person’s perspective, (or as Atticus might say: by climbing into their skin and walking around in it)?

1) So Embarrassing: What are some things your parents do that are embarrassing to you?
2) Seeing Parents Through Different Eyes:

· Ask one of your caregivers for 5 minutes of their time.

· Explain to them what our essential question is for TKAM (written above).
· Explain what happened in the chapter, and how Jem and Scout’s experience discovering something about Atticus changed how they viewed their father.
· Explain that this exercise is to help you not only to understand Jem and Scout better by stepping into their skin, but also to help you step into their place and understand them better.  
· Ask your caregiver to share something with you that will change the way you see them. It should be something from before you were born, and help you to see them in a different way. It might be something that explains why they hold personal beliefs; why they like or dislike certain things; how they developed habits or traditions; or experiences you wouldn’t have expected them to have had; etc. 
3) Response (one page):

· Write a short summary of what your caregiver shared with you.

· Explain how you viewed them before learning this new bit of information.

· Explain how learning this new information has changed the way you view them. 

· What is something about yourself you don’t think you would share with your future children?
