So You Want To Revise Your Less Than Perfect Paper

First of all, good for you! Through the process of revising your paper you will become a better writer and student. Remember, all major writing assignments can be revised for the possibility of full credit no matter if you had an A or an F. Remember that writing is creation, and revision is evolution. To make your paper more perfect follow the steps below.

1) Think: Review your returned paper and any written notes, then consider the verbal feedback you received.

2) Revise: Take some notes of things you want to change in your revision, then make your revision. Remember a revision is not just fixing spelling, but cutting things that don’t belong, adding things that are necessary, and addressing what you lost points on.

3) Explain: On its own page write an explanation of each change made, and how the change makes the piece better. (Here’s an example – In the 3rd paragraph I added the details about exactly where and how I would design my fortress defenses to repel zombies, because it gives a better picture of exactly how my defenses will destroy them. The specifics are interesting and funny. Wait until you read about my chicken gun.)

4) Re-submit: Pass in your revision with this REVISION paper on top with your name and mod; your final revision below that; your explanation sheet below that, with your original grade sheet, paper, and packet below that.

Sample Explanation Page (Step 3)

In my Introduction paragraph, I changed “My family is a very important part of my life.” to “Some people say that they have the best family in the world. When they say this, it doesn’t affect me or make me jealous because I know that I couldn’t have asked for a better family.” I made this change because saying that your family is important to you doesn’t say much. It also is a boring sentence that doesn’t pull the reader into the essay. 

In my second aspect, I cut the words “with each other” and “to each other” because they are wasted words and they don’t add anything to the sentence. I added “For example when my mom talks to me she will add “honey” or something before her sentence to emphasis her love for me.” This makes the piece better by helping explain the way they talk in a caring way. I also added “Speaking with an angry tone is when they call me or my sister by our first and middle name and sometimes yell.” By adding this it shows how my parents speak with an angry tone. To my essay I added “If I ask her where my iPod is or something I might get the response, Up your butt.” This makes the piece better because it shows the reader an example of what I am trying to say. Then I added  “or adding unnecessary comments about each other” and “Sometimes if I ask her do I look ok, she might respond “Nope you look horrible”, but in a sarcastic way.” This make the piece better because it expands on how we make fun of each other. Finally, I added “Or like when one of us is in a bad mood the other with try to cheer her up.” I did this because it shows the reader how we can be kind to each other. 

In my activity paragraph I added, “We bond through this time because when we talk we learn more about each other.” This makes the piece better because it shows the reader how we bond. 

In my who are you now paragraph, I cut “My family has raised me since I was born. This has affected me because,” and “My family has really affected and made me who I am.” This makes the piece better because these are wasted words and they don’t add anything to the piece. I also added, “One example of how they have made my strong is when my Great Uncle died my mom was there to comfort me and tell that everything will be ok.” This makes the piece better because it shows and tells the reader how my family has made me strong.
