Lesson Title: TKAM chapters 29-31  

Subject:  English

Topic Areas:  literature / composition

Time Frame: one class 

Overview: 

1) Boo!

· Reread the description of Boo pg 270

· Both Atticus and Scout try to step into Arthur’s skin, and as a result they do things to make him more comfortable. What are those things, and why do they believe it’s important to do them? 

2) Stab!

· After the events leading to Bob Ewell’s death characters come to different conclusions as to how it happened. Discuss and take notes on what each of the following characters think happened: Scout, Atticus, Heck Tate.

3) See!

· Reread and Think Aloud from pg 278 “I never saw him again” – “The Radley porch was enough” (“We had given him nothing” – short discuss / the short summary of two years of their life as seen by Boo / “The Children” to “His Children” at the fishing pole).

· Review on pg 13 the early “reasonable” description of Boo. 

4) Sin!

· TKAM scene 37 “Let the Dead Bury the Dead” to the end (6 min).

· Discuss how the title seemed random when we first hear it in the book, but how it ties the entire book together.   

· Heck Tate says dragging Arthur into the spotlight would be a “sin,” and Scout makes the connection to something Atticus said earlier in the book about killing mockingbirds. Why is it a sin to kill a mockingbird? Who are the mockingbirds in this book?

· From what we’ve seen and read of Boo so far describe the real Arthur Radley: his life, personality, personal characteristics, etc.

Assessments: Observing group discussions and notes / full class discussion
