The Lynching of Emmett Till, and the Jim Crow South

Segregation and Jim Crow states passed laws severely regulating social interactions between the races. Jim Crow signs were placed above water fountains, door entrances and exits, and in front of public facilities. There were separate hospitals for Blacks and Whites, separate prisons, separate public and private schools, separate churches, separate cemeteries, separate public restrooms, and separate public accommodations. In most instances, the Black facilities were extremely inferior to those of whites.  In other cases, there were no Black facilities -- no “Colored” public restroom, no public beach, no place to sit or eat.

Instructions: as we watch this documentary take notes on rules (written and unwritten) about the segregated South.
For example, a Black man could not offer to shake hands with a White man because it implied being socially equal. Obviously, a Black man could not offer his hand to a White woman, because he risked being accused of rape.
